· This grid would take two weeks to complete. Term 1 grids have just 6 activities. This allows the children time to complete some of the activities over a weekend.
· It is recommended that each box within the grid should take a minimum of 10 minutes to complete. 
· The *  represents the boxes that need to be done at least 4 times per week, whereas the other boxes only need to be done once.
· Homework books will still be required back at school every Friday for spelling testing and class sharing.
