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Is Your School SunSmart? 

Many schools that were accredited more than 
three years ago can apply to be re-accredited 
under our new criteria! 
 
Two of the criteria have changed: hats and 
sunscreen SPF factor. 
 
We used to accredit schools that had any hat 
and SPF15+ sunscreen. We have since 
revised our minimum criteria to include only 
recommended hats (hats with a 6+cm brim 
that goes all the way around the hat, or hats 
with a flap at the back). The reason for the hat 
change is the high incidence of skin cancers 
on the back of the neck, ears, scalp and face. 
Unfortunately caps cannot protect all these 
areas adequately. 
 
We also increased the sunscreen factor from  
SPF15+ to SPF30+, which is more suited to 
protect us from the harsh New Zealand sun. 
 
The great news for schools is that when you 
are re-accredited you still receive all the 
benefits that other schools do, including: 
· Hats  
· Sunscreen 
· 3 free shade trees  
· A media release 
· A metal SunSmart sign for your school 
 
So it is definitely worth checking with your 
health promoter to see if you are an accredited 
school. 
 
Or check at www.sunsmartschools.org.nz.  Go 
to the ‘Accredited Schools’  menu on the left 
list.  If you drop down to Waikato/BOP, you 
should be able to locate your school if it is 
accredited. 
 
Remember, we will need an up to date policy.
